A Second Decade of Strategic Action for Digital Preservation 
Affirmed by the experience of the NDIIPP program from 2000-2010, the Library will extend the strategy to catalyze collaboration for digital stewardship. The Library will continue its leadership and engagement of partners in the public and private sectors to leverage expertise, share costs, and distribute responsibility for the long-term access to the nation’s digital heritage.  The objectives are to 
Build a Valuable and Sustainable Distributed Digital Collection
The Library and its partners will take preservation action to cover a broad and representative collection of international and domestic material in the following areas
2009-2011 Government, Politics and Law, Maps and Geography, and News, Media and Journalism  
Driving forces for digital preservation: Content in these categories is at higher risk of loss because of the dramatic changes in the creation and distribution of public policy and news content. The widespread use of geospatial data to support public policy decision-making is increasing the long-term value of this type of data and has uncovered the risks to temporal data in this category. 
2012-2014    Science, Mathematics and Technology, Social Sciences 
Driving forces for digital preservation: There is an increasing recognition of the risks and consequences of loss of data collected through publicly-funded scientific research. At the same time, there are growing demands to provide open access through initiatives in academic research. The public is invited increasingly to participate in data collection and exploration, so much so, that the term citizen science is used to describe the activity. 
2015-2017   World History and Cultures, American History
Driving forces for digital preservation: Manuscript collections will begin to be filled with electronic drafts and documentation of the creative process as well as digital works. There is a growing interest and capacity for collections through international collaboration to be brought together in a scaled global digital collection.  
2018-2020 Arts and Culture, Religion and Philosophy
Driving forces for digital preservation:  The materials in these subject areas are at risk because intellectual property rights hinder early intervention.  Work on laws and regulations must precede substantive preservation action.
Respond to Information Challenges through Innovation and Action
Keeping abreast of emerging technologies, the Library and its partners will develop and promote effective standards and practices for selecting, organizing, preserving, and serving digital content; use innovative partnerships to develop and maintain tools for content management and preservation, and provide services for the long term access to digital content.

Increase National Capacity for Stewardship of Digital Content

The Library and its partners will lead a national initiative to develop expertise for digital preservation through education and training of working professionals and students; encourage sustainable practices, and create awareness of public policy that contributes to long-term access to digital information as a national heritage resource.
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
