Networking
Amy would like a conversation about a strategic partnership between NDSA and DPLA.
Reporting
Barrie reported a total of 5,531 service hours for calendar year 2012—with 1,345 hours in the forth quarter—which is an in-kind contribution of nearly 3 FTE. The membership is at 139 as of the end of the year. Alaska Division of Libraries, Archives & Museums dropped their membership. The Working Groups Co-chairs mentioned some of the current work happening in their respective WGs:

· Outreach—completed the NDSA Communications Strategy and are looking for ways to implement; looking for ways to simplify workflow for creating press releases and brochures; planning regional meetings in New York, Boston, and Omaha.

· Content—formed the Big Picture Action Team to look across all the work of the WGs and provide some feedback on the 2014 National Agenda; developing case studies and models to share stories that demonstrate the value of digital preservation; looking at reaching beyond NDSA to see what’s happening in DPN and DPLA.

· Infrastructure—has been hosting conference calls with invited experts on open-source software projects as part of an ongoing exploration of the role that open source software can and is playing in supporting long term access to digital cultural heritage each of which has resulted in a blog post (see, for example, http://blogs.loc.gov/digitalpreservation/2013/01/when-is-open-source-software-the-right-choice-for-cultural-heritage-organizations-an-interview-with-peter-murray/). The Working Group also submitted an article about the NDSA Storage Survey to D-Lib.  Members have been presenting on the Levels of Preservation concept, and are putting together a proposal for a presentation/paper at Archiving 2013. · Innovation—publishing interviews; exploring a model Kickstarter assignment for library, archive, museum, and digital humanities masters-level courses; initiated a New York team interested in exploring options for establishing and sustaining a Software and Workstations for Antiquated Technology (SWAT) space in New York. http://blogs.loc.gov/digitalpreservation/2012/10/get-your-bits-off-old-storage-media/
· Standards—continuing work on the digital preservation article in Wikipedia; writing a final report and considering how to archive the data for the Staffing Survey; discussing possible future work around PDF-A/3, certifications, and comparing Levels work to other models to add classification.
