Progress reports on 2014 National Agenda sections by group
The Digital Content Trends group is gathering input from a variety of sources.  The Research Priorities Group will have a call to discuss topics to include in the next week. Infrastructure Development is looking at the big issues around cloud storage, e.g., standards, interoperability between storage systems, fixity checks within storage systems, and what can and can’t be resolved between systems. The group could use input from NDSA Working Groups, and co-chairs should consider surfacing this to their groups and asking for input.
