NDSA Geospatial Report on Appraisal and Selection
The leadership group was asked to review the Content Working Group’s re-working of Appraisal and Selection of Geospatial Data. The working group finished in May/June, and it’s gone to NDSA-ALL. It was held because the National Agenda was released, and to let the leadership group review it.
Decided: The NDSA leadership group decided that Working Groups should be primary reviewers of reports. Official review policy will be: 

· Working Groups review materials. 

· Official reports will use the NDSA report template available on the wiki. 
· Working Groups release draft reports to NDSA-ALL for review. 
· Working Groups incorporate comments from NDSA-ALL review period. Submit to NDSA Leadership group for review. 

· NDSA Leadership group is given a chance to review materials before official release. If there are no comments made by the review deadline, publications are free for release. 

Guidance for producing NDSA reports will be put up on the wiki, e.g., an outline, and description of the process. It needs to be stated explicitly that comments are valuable, and if a reviewer is uncomfortable about a report then they have to say so. Attribution will be given to named authors or a group name if it is a long list. If there is a smaller core group of authors, then they may be listed in lieu of the entire group.
2014 National Agenda roll out 

Erin Engle joined the call to walk the group through a spreadsheet for coordinating talks about the Agenda. Micah agreed to take the lead on the CNI Members Meeting, and could use a couple of people to help. Identifying and recruiting people to talk about the NDSA will be a challenge, and volunteers will be approached within the next couple of weeks.
An SAA proposal was planned but didn’t come together in time because of the government shutdown. 
Going forward, some proposals will be about a forthcoming Agenda yet to be written. ALA is on the spreadsheet, but ALISE is not. Blane could do some digging around to see who the CIOs of Federal government are, and talk to the OSTP. NITRD may be a good group to build an alliance with. CENDI is having that group at their next meeting.
