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Reporting as of December 31, 2012
Service hours

Since the beginning of the calendar year, NDSA Member representatives have contributed a total of 5,531 service hours with 1,345 hours in the forth quarter. The value of the year-to-date work is an in-kind contribution of nearly 3 FTE (8 hours per work day and 240 work days per year). In Q4, this includes:

· baseline of 1,251 hours (139 Members * 9 hours each),

· Coordinating Committee meetings (30 hours), and

· reported work above and beyond the base and meetings (64 hours).

Trends

Some new activity is trending in the Working Groups:

· Outreach WG completed the NDSA Communications Strategy and are looking for ways to implement, as well as reach out and develop strategic partnerships.

· Content WG continues to focus on developing case studies and models to share stories that demonstrate the value of digital preservation. Representatives from the WG have presented recently at the Best Practices Exchange meeting and the Archive-IT partner meeting.
· Infrastructure WG has published an interview on the role of open-source software in digital presentation, with more in the hopper. An article about the Storage Survey was been submitted to D-Lib, and plans to run the survey again this year are afoot. A paper on the Levels will be presented at Archiving 2013.
· Innovation WG is exploring developing a model Kickstarter assignment for library, archive, museum, and digital humanities masters level courses, and a sub-group is exploring looking for funding to establish a Software and Workstations for Antiquated Technology (SWAT) space in New York (for more information see http://blogs.loc.gov/digitalpreservation/2012/10/get-your-bits-off-old-storage-media/).

· Standards WG is continuing work on the digital preservation article in Wikipedia, and writing a final report and considering how to archive the data for the Staffing Survey, and discussing possible future work around PDF-A/3 and certifications.
